Ed and Eleonore Green purchased the 11.4 hectare property in Margaret River in 1979 and planted the first two hectares of vines in 1980. There are now nine hectares in total under vine. The Green Valley cabernet sauvignon was first commercially released in 1990 and has been their flagship wine ever since. The first wines were made at Vasse Felix, but are now made under contract at Moss Wood by Keith Mugford.

The 2001 cabernet is an absolute cracker; archetypal Margaret River cabernet from a stellar vintage. Deep blackberry and blackcurrant fruit flood the bouquet; the rich and beautifully structured palate shows dense cassis and dark berry flavours complemented by the judicious use of high quality oak, and finishes long with fine grained tannins. Impeccable balance, line and length. A delicious wine now (please give it a few hours breathing) but one which promises so much for the future.
"Deep brick red colour , with youthful hues. The nose has primary fruit aromas of boysenberry, mulberry and red current and complex characters of leather and earth and background fragrances of charry, smoky oak. The palate has medium weight, with good texture and body. Acidity is fresh and gives lift to the red and dark fruit favours like red current and mulberry. Tannins are firm but well balanced, providing structure in the middle and back palates and then smoky oak favours compliment the finish. With its generous fruit favours, the wine is attractive to drink now but it has good composition and structure and will age well in the cellar to at least 10 years of age."  Winery Notes
