"And what a vintage 2004 was. Full on, with everything ripening at once and grapes in every fermentation vessel we could find. Like most of the rest of Australia it was a bumper vintage and frankly surprised us all. But then that is probably half the attraction!
Again, like the past 3 or 4 vintages, the weather was hot dry and clear with no difficulty getting the grapes fully ripe. How does it rate? It is always difficult to make a definitive statement so early after bottling and in reality you probably need to wait a couple of years to compare vintages. What the 2004 vintage does show, in our opinion, is balance and finesse- a synergy between fruit flavours and fine tannins.
The 2004 Cabernet Merlot is dark red purple. Nose exhibits cassis and black tea aromas and some regional mint characteristics. Flavours carry through to a complex palate which is supported by firm oak and grape tannins. Persistent. Cellar 5-10 years."  Winery Notes
