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A wonderful follow-up to the much lauded 2003 vintage, which won the Trophy for the Best Western Australian Red at the 2004 Royal Perth Wine Show. It is a classic cabernet sauvignon - vibrant crimson colour; intense, fragrant bouquet of cassis, blackcurrent and lifted cedar; followed by a perfectly modulated and balanced palate that is full of dense, ripe blackberry and blackcurrant fruit. Lovely mouthfeel, beautifully controlled oak and soft but persistent tannins on the long finish add to the appeal. A wonderful expression of the variety and an absolute steal at under $25. Will blossom with time in the cellar.
