"The bouquet has aromas of pure cassis, cedar and an attractive core of savoury black olive; the palate is quite firm and rugged, with toasty oak and plenty of tannin; good levels of sweet fruit eventually take over the structure. Screwcap.

“A pristine fragrance of violets, cassis, dark chocolate, vanilla and cedar reveals undertones of dried herbs and a slightly bacony, roasted oak influence. Long, smooth and fine-grained, its firmish palate of slightly minty small berries and cassis is sweetly ripened, juicy and seamlessly integrated with fresh oak and dusty tannins. "Always a toss-up as to which is the better-performed red variety in the Frankland region. I'm a fan of both. It’s a dark, concentrated version of Frankland cabernet. It tastes of black olives and intense blackcurrant - it’s almost tarry, but not quite. Spicy, cedary oak is part of the mix, but the power of fruit flavour has soaked it up almost entirely. There’s a fair spread of tannin too - though again, it’s mostly overwhelmed by dark fruit. Is there the odd gamey, bitter edge? I’m not sure whether there is, nor whether I care. It’s a quality wine.
