This family-owned house in Champagne was established by Claude Jacquesson and his son, Memmie, in 1798.  It has a strict emphasis on quality, all vineyards are run under organic principles and most operations are completed by hand. Jacuesson is known for becoming Napoleon's favourite champagne house and the wine accompanied him on all his campaigns.

"The house of Jacquesson has gone one admirable step further from the traditional practice of trying to make each year's non vintage blend as similar to the last as possible by deliberately creating a new blend every year to make the finest expression of the ingredients available, thus arguably earning themselves a reputation as making champagne for wine enthusiasts. This is in stark contrast to the washing powder principle so prevalent elsewhere in Champagne. But who am I to complain about the rest when they so evidently profit from this approach?

I took the opportunity to taste the great majority of the non vintage blends that you are likely to come across at the moment... I found some very delicious wines indeed – and enormous variation in prices that seems to this palate to bear far too little relation to the variation in quality. Many of the big houses have raised prices recently and there is absolutely no doubt in my mind that the best value in champagne is to be found chez the best individual growers rather than the most familiar names. The conventional argument from the brand owners has been that, with their massive blending vats, they can offer consistency whereas the small growers' produce varies wildly in quality from year to year. But this argument seems rather weak to me. Good growers often save the best ingredients for themselves and sell the rest to the big bottlers."  Jancis Robinson MW 

"One French champagne it wouldn't knock off is the latest release of Jacquesson (732) Brut ($75). This is a rich, explosive wine, full of cream and citrus and strong leesy characters, the punch, power, and persistence of it fighting way above its relatively modest (for champagne) pricetag. Whenever I'm flush (which isn't often) this westles with being my sparkling wine of choice with the Larmandier Bernier Blanc de Blancs 1er Cru ($68), which always astonishes me with its dry, cutting, uncompromising power; this and the Jacquesson are the champagnes Australian sparkling producers should fear - they are not ridiculously expensive, but they are ridiculously better than anything Australia yet produces."
