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"Bloody exceptional. A freak wine. In fact, despite all the guff about the use of Burgundian techniques in Australian cellars, this wine from this vintage is the one that truly comes the closest to capturing the essence of white Burgundy. It does so, true, due to some artistry by Cliff Royle – but largely because of the weather of the vintage. It was cool. Cooler than usual. And it’s produced a terrifically tense, long-flavoured, reserved, stony, glycerol wine that must have seen time in topquality French oak but barely shows a scratch of it. I left a nearly-empty opened bottle in the ‘fridge for four days and when I returned all it had done was add a coat of honeycomb to the bouquet – the palate was still pure, fresh, long and delicate.
