Delightfully intense, it finishes with refreshing acidity and a lingering core of fruit. (Yarra Valley, 17.3/90, Drink 2008-2011."  Jeremy Oliver - 90 points
"Vintage 2006 was the earliest on record. The early onset was due to a warm spring, followed by unusually high summer temperatures. Several days of above 40 degrees Celsius were recorded in early summer before settling to more moderate, yet still higher than average levels in February and March. An excellent growing season led to even flowering and fruit set across varieties. Ripe fruit flavours meant fruit was harvested as early as possible to retain acid structure.

Crushed, pressed into stainless steel tanks for settling prior to fermentation in French oak, 25% new oak. No malolactic fermentation. Lees stirring. Bottled after 11 months. Pale Straw. A pure and complex nose, with flinty, minerally characters as well as citrus with some almond and spicy complexity. The palate is clean and fresh with well-integrated oak characters. Like the nose, the palate is quite minerally and has great poise. This wine will age beautifully over the next 4-5 years."  Winery Notes
