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The Mellot dynasty was founded in Sancerre almost five centuries ago by Pierre-Etienne Mellot and, since then, the family has always been involved in winemaking. Each new generation has continued to enrich and perfect the family's winemaking skills. In 1984 Alexandre Mellot took over the family estate from his father Joseph, with a vision to extend the vineyards, modernise the winery and develop export sales.

Today, Joseph Mellot is the only estate that owns vineyards in all the appellations of the region. The vineyard area now extends over 85 hectares: 30 in Sancerre, 24 in Pouilly-Fumé, 14 in Quincy, 11 in Reuilly, 2 in the Coteaux du Giennois and 4 in Menetou-Salon. 

The 07 Sincérité Sauvignon Blanc is a delicious Vin de Pays sauvignon blanc from the Loire Valley and the perfect answer for those looking for a little more restraint in their sauvignon blanc than New Zealand has to offer. The wine has a lovely aromatic nose of white flowers and citrus; the palate is restrained, tight and spicy. A perfect summer wine, its freshness and finesse making it an ideal pairing to goats cheese, mixed salads, chicken and fish dishes.

"There are two interesting features of this wine from France. The first and most obvious is the use of the screw cap as a closure, which suggests an up to date view of the way wine needs to be cared for and used, and although it is staring you in the face, the slightly less overt suggestion of modernisation is the use of the grape's name on the bottle. Without trying the wine you can get an idea of the people that have made it and the style and market for which they are aiming.  In most regions in France, the grape name is not used as they prefer to talk about the region it is made from, although, as with this example, that is changing. This wine is from the Loire Valley, and has a really tight, fine and spicy mouth feel. The flavours are of fruit, which evolve into steelyness and carry on in a long finish. The wine is very clean and precise, sharing some qualities of dry Riesling although the flavours are interesting and varied enough to be quite intriguing. I think it is a great value wine."
