The culmination of two drought winters, record spring frosts, poor fruit set and a hot, dry summer, then the coldest March on record seemed a recipe for disaster. Once again a warm April came to the rescue with very ripe grapes being harvested. Yields down by 30% to 40%; peppercorn-sized grapes on the bunches. Best drinking: 2005-2020."
