The Gambero Rosso guide has awarded him over ten tre biccheri (Three Glasses) awards and his wines are almost impossible to procure such is the worldwide demand.
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"Roberto Voerzio is one of Piedmont's best winemakers. One of his secrets is that he produces no more than 25 hl/ha, green harvesting twice. Today he offers three Baroli; La Serra, Brunate and Cerequio.

"The 1996 Barolo La Serra exhibits a deep, saturated ruby color, as well as dried herb, tobacco, spice box , cherry liqueur and coffee aromas, superb density, huge extract, and a long, full-bodied, moderately tannic finish. This classic Barolo possesses super purity and considerable glycerin. Anticipated maturity: 2004-2024."  Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate – (90-92) points
"The wine was first aged in French barriques (50% new) followed by a period in small Slavonian oak casks of 15-20 hectolitres. The wine was not filtered, but rather was clarified with egg white in the traditional and natural manner. The wine is further bottle aged for 12 months prior to release. 

1996 was one of the finest Barolo vintages of recent times and the wines will benefit from a minimum of 6-8 years in bottle (cellaring potential 10-15 years plus).

Fresh, lively aromas of juniper and blackcurrent are the initial impact of the bouquet with secondary notes of vanillan oak which simply sweeten the fruit. The palate is austere with a firm tannic structure and balanced acidity. The finish confirms the flavour offered on the bouquet. A most elegant, fine Barolo with satisfying persistence."
