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"St Hallett’s Gamekeeper's Reserve has been a regular favourite in Quaff since the first edition six years ago. Indeed, the 2000 vintage was our pick for 'best grenache blend' in 2002. So I’ve liked the wine for a while, and shouldn't be all that surprised to find that 2004 is also good. But it’s more than good: this is far and away the best Gamekeeper’s I have tasted. A blend of shiraz and grenache - plus a splash this year just of the Portuguese red variety, touriga (in other vintages the blend has also included mataro and cabernet) - the bright purple wine bursts out of the glass with pure, juicy-fruity, peppery spiciness, then continues the theme all over the tongue, with sweet red berries bouncing around alongside more of that pepper spice. Very, very yummy and a steal at $14 - I tasted it alongside a few other, more expensive young South Australian shiraz grenache blends and the Gamekeeper’s absolutely shone."
