2006 SONS OF EDEN 'KENNEDY' GRENACHE SHIRAZ MOUVEDRE  !!

REGION: BAROSSA VALLEY, SOUTH AUSTRALIA
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This wonderful wine is a classic blend of old vine Barossa Grenache, Shiraz and Mourvedre. A rich, gently ripe bouquet, with sweet, deep berry fruit; a silky smooth palate with lovely line and flow, exuding a rich array of black cherry and dark blackberry fruit; beautifully handled oak and soft tannins;  absolutely seamless with a long, lingering finish. Outstanding value.

"Sons of Eden is the venture of winemaker Corey Ryan and viticulturist Simon Cowham, who both learnt and refined their skills in the vineyards and cellars of Eden Valley. Corey Ryan is a trained oenologist with 22 vintages under his belt, having cut his teeth working as a winemaker at Henschke. Thereafter he worked for Rouge Homme and Penfolds in Coonawarra, backed up with winemaking stints in the Rhône Valley, and in 2002 took the opportunity to work in NZ, heading up the winemaking team for Villa Maria Estates (remaining a consultant to Villa Maria). In 2007 he won the Institute of Masters of Wine scholarship, awarded to the student with the highest marks across the theory and practical sections of wine assessment. Simon Cowham has a similarly international career covering such diverse organisations as Oddbins UK and the Winemakers' Federation of Australia. Having switched from the business side to grapegrowing when he qualified as a viticulturist, he began work for Yalumba as technical manager of the Heggies and Pewsey Vale vineyards. With this background, it comes as no surprise to find the estate-grown wines are of outstanding quality."  James Halliday
"Named as a tribute to the legendary Barossa Vigneron’s who pioneered the planting of the old treasured vineyards, which the Barossa enjoys today. The Grenache fruit is the 'soul' of this blend and is from an exceptionally low yielding 50+ year-old Vineyard that was originally planted by the Kennedy Family. Ownership eventually passed onto the charismatic Leo 'Joe' Kennedy who nurtured the vines for many years, selling his prized fruit to local winemakers.
Dark purple in colour, this wine is reminiscent of spicy dark kirsch cherry and blackcurrants. A rich complex blend, displaying licorice and savoury undertones amid a fleshy mid-palate core of soft juicy fruits.
Hand harvested, destemmed and crushed. To aid colour, tannin and flavour extraction the wine was fermented warm, with temperatures exceeding 32oC. Macerated on skins for a total of 25 days before being pressed straight to seasoned oak hogsheads for maturation. Barrel matured for 14 months without racking on full press solids, then naturally clarified, blended and bottled."  Winery Notes
