"Great Hunter semillon tends to be an astringent wild child in its youth, with spine-chilling acidity and steely structure. Given time to blossom to full maturity, it can develop into a gloriously complex, toasty sensation. The 1998 vintage blessed Tyrrells Vat 1 Semillon, and it has taken seven years for the wine to show just good Hunter semillon can get. Lemon and butter leap out of the glass, with toasty/nutty/cedar complexity lurking behind. It has tight acidity on a creamy finish that goes on and on forever. 

I first tasted the 1998 Vat 1 at Tyrrells' cellar door in the middle of winter, with snow on the nearby mountains, while it was blowing a gale outside. The wine immediately gave me goose-bumps that had nothing to do with the weather! This is one of the great wines of the year. Best drinking around: 2005-2009."
