This superb pinot gris is a great follow-up to the widely acclaimed 2004 vintage. Very much in the same style: subtle aromas of pears, stonefruit and minerals with some nutmeg/spice notes lingering in the background; while the palate is quite richly flavoured with lovely mouthfeel and good texture. It finishes clean and fresh with some mouth-watering acidity adding life and length to the palate.
