"Dr Anthony Miceli acquired land on the Mornington Peninsula in 1989, specifically for the purpose of establishing a vineyard. The first plantings of 1.8 hectares date from November 1991, followed by a further hectare of Pinot Gris in 1997. This wine is named after the Miceli family’s youngest daughter,  and is a pale straw in colour. The nose shows pears and oranges, with tropical fruits, a bit of musk and a dollop of oatmeal. The palate is tight, with preserved lemons and minerals, and as it warmed the flavours on the palate became quite expansive, but without ever being overripe or sweet. The length is good, and it complements food very well. Drink : 2007 – 2009."  Winorama - 90 points
