The Diamond Valley Estate (White Label) pinot is much sought after by serious pinot drinkers, but alas only available in small quantities. 
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The latest release (2001) is a stunning wine, which at present needs extended breathing (3 hours+) to open out and reveal its beauty and give some indication of what it will have to offer in a few years time. Brilliant deep ruby red with hints of purple. The nose shows complex aromas of rich, ripe raspberry, wild strawberry, dark cherry, beetroot and plum. The palate is utterly seductive - rich and complex, with red berry fruit flavours, cherries, plum, and a hint of game; supported by beautiful oak treatment and lovely acid balance. Wonderful velvety texture. A powerful wine, with great structure, intensity and length.

"Good Yarra Valley Pinot Noir does not come cheaply. Yields have to be low, the vintage kind, and ruthless decisions on selection made in the winery if the maker is to get things right. Some may baulk at the price of the 2001 Diamond Valley Estate Pinot Noir (94 points, $59), but decent Burgundy doesn't start until you hit $60.

Medium purple-red; the bouquet is complex, with an obvious contribution from French oak, and some whole bunch maceration characters; the palate is unusually full-bodied for Diamond Valley, flooded with sweet plum and dark cherry fruit, soft and velvety throughout." James Halliday - 94 points
