The nose is wonderfully enticing, fragrant and scented, with ripe cherry flavours and subtle spicy notes; the palate full of varietal plum and cherry fruit, beautifully balanced with soft tannins and controlled oak, hints of forest floor. Lovely mouthfeel, silky and supple. Great value.
"If you like Central Otago pinot noir, go out and source a bottle of this. It's a really good wine, at a fair price. It's got some dark, almost plummy fruit, but it has a leanness and a tautness too, helped along by a distinctly stony finish. With time, earthy, clovey, mulch-like fragrances develop, and it's as smooth as a satin slip. The alcohol is at 13.0%. This is worth a decent nudge. Drink: 2006-2011."
