Beautifully fresh, fragrant and lush; this has to be the best value New Zealand pinot noir I have tasted. For all you pinot lovers out there with an eye for a bargain, buy a few cases before it disappears.  
"While New Zealand has long made oinots that often overtake their Aussie counterparts, well-priced (under $30) high quality wines have been slower in coming. Pebcarrow is Palliser Estate's second label, and this combination of fruit from its own vineyards and from contract growers in Martinborough, with the addition of 12% Central Otago fruit, ticks all the boxes. Light, bright, crimson red in colour, there are some attractive red berry, spicy/charry vanillan oak aromas, while the palate delivers loads of genuine pinot flavour. This Martinborough pinot noir was made with traditional Burgundian techniques including a pre-fermentation maceration, which allows wild yeast to initiate the fermentation and a post-fermentation maceration to ensure the complex tannin structure. After pressing it was matured in French oak casks for 12 months.
Good red colour. Intense ripe fruit flavours of classical red and black berry fruits with a supple savoury note backed by pleasant oak characters. The palate is full, round and lingering with fine balance. 13.8% alc/vol."  Winery Notes
