"The price seems to have risen a little (or am I imagining it?) but it is still outstanding value for money. It’s quite sour and sweaty but its ripe, sweet-centred flavours of boysenberry and cherry and mint more than compensate. There’s something resembling (subtle) bushfire smoke in the aftertaste but whether it’s that, or just a bit of smoky oak, is irrelevant because whatever it is, it adds to the wine and makes it taste better. This junior pinot from Macedon’s Curly Flat is one of the best. It has an attractive ruby colour and a nose full of interest. Meaty smells, plum and red berry fruit and threads of spice and undergrowth give it classical personality. It has plump mouth-feel, concentrated varietal flavour, medium body and fine tannins supporting a deliciously long finish. Decanting enhances it. Best within three years."
