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"Bendigo is located at the northern end of the Cromwell Basin at the head of Lake Dunstan. This is a moderately warm, dry location. However, it is more exposed to the cool south and westerly winds that blow from the Southern Alps, and therefore the vines ripen slightly later. Our Zebra Vineyard, owned by Lyndsey Harrison and Robert Leslie, is located at the northern end of the Bendigo Station Terrace, on free draining shallow loess and sandy loam soil of low fertility, with quartz gravels very close to the surface.
The name Zebra is one derived by the owners from previous vineyards they have owned in the Napa Valley. The vineyard is like the others planted with the five Dijon clones and the two UCD Davis Pommard clones in a number of carefully laid out parcels that reflect slight variations in rockiness of the soil. The vines were planted over three years from 2003.

The early wines from this vineyard show a pure and vivid nature. The characters are classic Central Otago: red fruits, wild herbs and sweet floral notes with lovely purity and presence. The tannins and acidity are slightly brighter, however there is no shortage of extract and the tannins show a fine mineral linear feel that indicates some longevity. 
Dark plum red. Aromas of cherry and blackberry mix with warm earth, meat, smoke and wild herbs. The palate is thick and rich, intriguingly flavoured, filled with dark berries, oak spice and savoury elements. An underlying savoury tannic platform is typical of the vineyard. These tannins, and natural acidity, carry the wine through a lengthy finish."  Winery Notes
