Last week I was once again priveleged to attend a vertical tasting of Castle Rock rieslings, this time spanning the 1990 to 2007 vintages. The wines were sensational, and I continue to marvel at how well they develop with bottle age - growing richer and more powerful, yet still retaining their characteristic minerality, crispness and steely framework. The 1990 was simply magnificent.
I can't believe how good the new release 2007 vintage is, coming as it does after the  Multi Trophy winning 2006. I believe it is an even better wine than its predecessor and a great example of the Castle Rock style -  tightly structured, full of piercing lime and grapefruit flavours, with a lingering, incredibly fine finish. A wine of enormous potential, it has the structure and backbone to cellar for at least two decades. A must for any serious collector. 

"Pale straw; dry slate mineral bouquet with pure lemon fruit on the palate; high levels of acid provide a long, fine finish. Dyed-in-the-wool stayer. 13º alc. Drink Now - 2018."  James Halliday - 94 points

"Pale straw  with green hues. A floral nose showing orange blossom, lemon and lime citrus characters and a light mineral edge. A crisp and clean nose. The palate is Riesling in it’s purest form, tight and elegant and dominated by citrus fruit characters. The natural acidity is powerful yet wonderfully balanced and gives the wine a mineral structure and length. The wine is tight and restrained now yet will blossom with age for ten years plus. Excellent ageing potential. It will continue to improve through its first year nd then plateau, should drink well for 10 or more years."  Winery Notes
