The 2007 Frogmore Creek Riesling is an exceptional wine; in its class it was unanimously preferred over the other gold medals and looked even better in the various trophy taste-offs. It is one of those wines with vibrancy and thrust that makes the mouth come alive, the aftertaste lingering (there is a faint touch of CO2 spritz) and encouraging the next sip. It is, to all intents and purposes, dry (certainly the balance is perfect), as the 2008 FGR Riesling is noticeably sweet, yet equally well-balanced. Two beautiful styles, immaculately crafted."
