"A very distinctive style, this ’08 Clonakilla smoulders with flint and deep aromatics. Ripe green apples and fine lime citrus aromas, it shows terrific lift and definition. The palate sets out in fine delicate form then gathers weight and richness, cut into shape by a flurry of acidity and savoury minerals. A stylish cool-climate masterpiece." " A green, just yellow colour, the nose bounces out at you from the first turn of the screw. Its musky, bath salty, floral, minerally, citrussy and slatey. Actually it smells more Eden Valley than Canberra, but that might be more to do with the vintage than anything else. The palate is, in a word searing. The first couple of sips hit the mouth like fire water. The acid is just so intense that it seems quite obnoxious at first. The great Clare Rieslings are like that. They just get right up in your face and say 'get stuffed, I'm serious wine'. Yet after a little while in the glass, after the first glass is gone and its time for a top up, this backs right off to be all pretty, citrussy and beautifully drinkable. And that's the great thing about Riesling - acid tongue, beautiful personality. As a wine this probably needs more time in the bottle, though it wouldn't be hard to finish a glass or 5 now. Its certainly a great Riesling and could be viewed as a potential classic (like the 02 Grosset Polish Hill for example) but it is, in truth, just another bloody good wine, from another bloody good small winery. We've never had it so good."  Andrew Graham – 18.8 points
"2008 was arguably a perfect year for Riesling in the Canberra District. The summer was warm, not hot, and the nights stayed cool. We picked just as the heat wave of early March was beginning. The resulting wine carries the ideal Riesling combination of delicacy and power. It shows fresh citrus notes, aniseed, spring flowers and a subtle mineral character. The palate is bright, racy  and persistent. A great Riesling. Drink now for its freshness and perfume or cellar for 6-12 years and watch it develop honey and toast characters with age."
