A blend of 44% Cabernet Sauvignon, 22% Pinot Noir, 22% Shiraz and 11% Merlot, the Yarroloch rosé is savoury in style and has a rustic nose of fresh cherries. The palate is quite complex; complemented by earthy gamey characters and finishing dry with plenty of crisp acid to refresh the mouth.
