"Made in somewhat larger quantities than Thomson Family, mainly from the 1964 plantings, but much less than Bin No1. Crimson purple; it has a fragrant bouquet of black cherry, plum and spice unfolding on to a medium-bodied palate with excellent texture built around fine, ripe tannins: the spicy black fruits are positively elegant. 14.1% alc/vol; screwcap. "Spicy, cedary and wet red earthy: seriously deep this, with the concentrated pips and building complex dried spice in the glass. "A classical, stable, long-term Great Western shiraz whose dusty, peppery expression of dark berries, cassis and plum-like fruit is tightly knit with cedar/chocolate/vanilla oak and framed by fine-grained, elegant and silky-smooth tannins. It's quite sneezy, with a dusty violet-like perfumed that reveals undertones of ironstone, mint and minerals. "In and amongst other such varied topics as wounded birds, figs, and his contemporaries around Great Western, I had a good discussion with affable young winemaker Adam Wadewitz about the jasmine/apricot fragrance of this wine …and suffice to say there’s no Viognier in it - he’s an entirely sensible sort of chap. I’d love to have tasted this over a couple of days using proper glasses, rather than the ISO’s I hurriedly used. Still, here’s the note. A floral aspect, like jasmine or apricot jam, makes a positive contribution to the fragrance of this wine. It’s regionally spiced with good coffee/vanilla oak and rich juicy blackberry fruit. Medium to full bodied, squeaky clean, full of firm grainy tannins that run dry onto the long finish. There’s a meaty savoury flavour too, along with liquorice as it opens up. Terrific wine. "Best's Bin O Shiraz is sourced from four low yielding Concongella Shiraz blocks established in 1966, 1970, 1992 and 1994. Vinification takes place in open stainless steel fermenters. The wine is matured in a combination of 1/3 new and one and two year old French and American oak (barriques and puncheons) for around 12 months. In a declassified year some Thomson Reserve fruit (from some of the oldest Shiraz plantings in Victoria) can be included. Viv Thomson – 4th generation winemaker – believes that there are two types of wines, 'talking wines and drinking wines'. This is a happy blend of both. It has intense mulberry blackberry aromas, background oak and loose-knit gravelly tannins developing further complexity with medium term cellaring."
